Warmest Greetings!

We deeply appreciate your prayers and financial support for K-PACT Canada’s ministry. It is a
great honor for us to play a small part in cross-cultural missionary ministry in Indonesia. It is not
because of anything special on our part, but it is all by the grace of our Lord! We are grateful to
have you in partnership with us for the sake of the gospel. Our mission is to be "neighbors" to
Indonesian people through loving care in Christ, building interpersonal relationships mutually for
Missions, and by the power of the Holy Spirit we are Christ's ambassadors among people for the
ministry of "reconciliation” towards God, demonstrating God’s amazing love in some "unreached
people” groups, so that they may know Christ personally, and to be reconciled to God in Christ.

A famous quote from the late Dr. John R. W. Stott says : “Mission arises from the heart of
God Himself and is communicated from His heart to ours. Mission is the global outreach
of the global people of a global God.” Itis God’s desire for the Church to reach out to all nations
with the gospel of Christ. Estimation provided by JOSHUA PROJECT in 2024 indicates that over
3.4 billion people in the world are still considered “unreached”, accounting for 42% of the world’s
total population, who have not yet heard of Jesus or His gospel. Indonesia has the third highest
"unreached" population in the world, according to Joshua Projects in 2024. It is estimated that
there are about 194 million “unreached” people in Indonesia, second only to Pakistan (237 million
people), which ranks second, and India (1.35 billion people), which has the largest number of
"unreached” people in the world. Regardless of whether these statistics are accurate, there are
still many people in the world who have not had the opportunity to hear the gospel. The Church
is still far from the goal of the Great Commission of the Lord Jesus Christ to "preach the gospel
to all nations". The day when the Lord returns is getting closer! May the Church arise and shine
for the Lord! May Christians no longer laid-back in serving the Lord, but stand up and go forward,
and work together among the “unreached” people for the gospel!

The Apostle Paul wrote to the Church in Corinth: "If we are out of our minds, it is for God,; if we
are sober, it is for you." (2 Corinthians 5:13) When Paul was brought on trial before the Roman
King Agrippa to plead his case, the governor Festus yelled to Paul, "You are out of your mind!"
(Acts 26:24) The Gospel of Mark recorded that when Jesus was so pressed for ministry work
that he didn't even have time to eat, his family members also said he was crazy. (Mark 3:20)
While K-PACT Canada’s missionary work in Indonesia is somewhat difficult, we are not in any
way qualified to say that we are “out of our mind (or crazy) for God,” to such extent. However,
from another perspective, cross-cultural missions require a lot of self-breakthroughs on our part,
willing to get "out of our usual mindset" and "thinking outside the boxes" in order to appreciate the
differences between different cultures; and for the sake of the gospel, we gradually "cross-over"
other cultures with appropriate open-mindedness, using interpersonal relationship as a channel
to bear witness for Christ. May the Lord help us to make a leap of faith with such openness,
courageously breaking through various "barriers." Paul’s testimony before King Agrippa displayed
an example for us to follow, as he said, “So then, | was not disobedient to the vision from heaven...
But | have had God’s help to this very day, and so | stand here and to testify...” (Acts 26 :19, 22)

Please continue to remember us in your prayers. Please pray especially for the planning of
our Short-term mission trip in October this year.

How
amazing is this! In the school, the staffs are also serving “out of their mind”. Besides running the
school, they would still go out to the neighbour villages to support the local churches children’s
programs. Maria is one of the sisters at BTCC that inspired me with her love and unceasing
smiles, and endless energy serving the children in the villages. Dolfy, and Lonny have big hearts
for the children too. Not only do they deal with the day to day of the school, they also reach out
to the people in the neighbor villages and serve them too. | certainly missed the kids at BTCC
and | found myself thinking of them often.

There are many more Christians who are serving God there along side with Pastor
Vernando and Pastor Lilianna wholeheartedly. They are all serving God “out of their mind”.
